Source Verification Affidavit

Source verification, for the purpose of defining cattle at the time of sale, is the ability to track any individual animal back to its premise of birth.  It is incumbent upon sellers making said claim to be able to document the “Source” of the cattle in question and signs this affidavit in order to solidify the claim.  To that end, the JRS Value Added sales guidelines also require the following for cattle to be advertised as “Source Verified”.

1. Seller can provide proof that all cattle offered for sale under this document was born on his/her premise and that they are the original sellers of the animal.  These animals will be classified as “Home Raised”.  These cattle will be individually identified by Joplin Regional Stockyards, Inc. with unique numbered ear tags prior to: the completion of first sale delivery, commingling with cattle from another source, or moving across state line. OR…

2. Seller can provide proof that all cattle offered for sale under this document were purchased from entities that will provide documentation as to their source by meeting the following conditions:

a. Cattle were individually identified with unique numbered ear tags prior to the completion of the first change of ownership and delivery.  Name and address of the source owner would be available in the case of an approved audit procedure by a recorded association of any tag number, regardless of how many times the animal changes owners, AND…..

b. Cattle were individually identified with unique numbered tags recorded and traceable to the previous owner prior to any commingling with cattle from a different source, AND….

c. Cattle were individually identified with unique numbered tags recorded and traceable to the previous owner prior to interstate movement.
